PPE Update

DHSC and PHE published revised infection prevention and
control guidance on 20" August 2020 which can be accessed
here. The key change, which can be found at the bottom of page
14, is as follows:

In some clinical outpatient settings, such as vaccination/injection
clinics, where contact with individuals is minimal, the need for
single use PPE items for each encounter, for example, gloves and
aprons is not necessary. Gloves and aprons are recommended
when there is (anticipated) exposure to blood/body fluids or non-
intact skin. Staff administering vaccinations/injections must apply
hand hygiene between patients, wear a sessional facemask and
clean down areas touched by patients.

50-64 -year olds — please do not plan or offer vaccinations yet!

Message from the London Imms Team:

It has been brought to our attention that 50-64-year olds are trying to book in for flu vaccinations. The
national flu comms lead has provided some information below that practices can use on their websites to
inform patients aged 50-64 years that they will not be vaccinated until at least November, and only then
if there is vaccine available.

No 50-64 year old (other than those who are in the clinical at-risk group) should be invited to attend for a
flu vaccine until there is confirmation from the national team that there is vaccine supply for this group. If
you have any queries please contact the London Immunisation Team directly at
england.londonimms@nhs.net.

Information for practice website: Please note that people in the 50-64-year old age group will not be
vaccinated until November and December, providing there is sufficient vaccine, and no appointments will
be offered for this age group until then. This is to ensure that those who are most at risk are vaccinated
first. If you are 50-64 years old and you are in one of the other groups which is eligible for the flu
vaccination, for example you have a health condition which puts you at risk from the flu, you will be
invited earlier.
